We believe every believer must have a personal encounter with God that opens their 
eyes to the assignment for which they were born and to the fullness of the glory of 
God for which they are uniquely qualified to demonstrate and display upon the earth. 
Every believer must have their spiritual eyes opened - not by the pastor but by the 
power of the risen Christ Himself.

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STRATEGY: GOVERNANCE OF GOD’S PEOPLE 
 
 
Exodus 18:21-22 
 
Moreover you shall select from all the people able men, such as fear God, men of 
truth, hating covetousness; and place such over them to be rulers of thousands, rulers of 
hundreds, rulers of fifties, and rulers of tens. And let them judge the people at all times. Then 
it will be that every great matter they shall bring to you, but every small matter they 
themselves shall judge.

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The Senior Pastor 
 

The Senior Pastor is the Founder and General Overseer of Glory House. This is a non-
delegable, non-transferable and non-shareable responsibility. The Senior Pastor is 
accountable to God for every soul given to Glory House. For this reason, the Senior Pastor 
is solely responsible for the entire pulpit ministry. 

 
The senior pastor is only replaced by death or medically certified mental and physical 
incapacity to perform the functions of senior pastor, or by the senior pastor freely and 
willingly relinquishing the God-ordained responsibility. 

 
By delegated authority of the Senior Pastor, non-pulpit aspects of the ministry are hereby 
delegated and the following roles are established: 
 
 

A. Glory House Governing Board 
 
The Glory House Governing Board is the structure that carries the legal and fiduciary 
accountability for Glory House. It is, therefore, the highest governing body of Glory 
House and has the final decision rights on all matters pertaining to Glory House 
except the spiritual matters of Glory House which are the sole domain of the Senior 
Pastor as advised by the Council of Elders. 
 
The members of this board are the registered members of the non-profit-
organization, Glory House Ministries, duly incorporated under the applicable laws of 
the Republic of South Africa. 
 
Chair: The majority funder of the legal entity, Glory House Ministries (NPC). 
 

 
B. Glory House Operations Board 

 
The Glory House Operational Board comprises the departments that conduct the 
good day-today functioning Glory House as well as the delivery of Glory House 
church services, special events as well as social services to the congregation. 
 
The members of this board are the Heads of Department of Glory House. These are: 
 

• Head: Marketing and Administration 
• Head: Counselling     
• Head: Venue Management   
• Head: Service Coordination   
• Head: Praise and Worship   
• Head: Security    
• Head: Online Ministry    
• Head: Church Ministries   
• Head: Deacon Works    
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This board is chaired by the Head: Marketing and Administration. 
 
The detail of roles and responsibilities in each of the above portfolios is outlined 
below: 
 
 

1. Head: Marketing and Administration 
 
This is the core of the ministry. Without this division, there is no church.  
  
The purpose of this role is to ensure that people whom God has called to Glory 
House hear about Glory House, are brought to Glory House and are kept and cared 
for in Glory House: 
 
This is a stewardship oriented assignment: stewardship over the people and over the 
finances God gives to Glory House. The further purpose of this role is to ensure 
diligent stewardship over everything that God gives to Glory House and to ensure 
that it multiplies to the fullness of the glory of God. This includes, but is not limited to: 
 

• Outreach 
• Transport 
• Homecells 
• Marketing (incl. marketing events like Glory Sunday) 
• Marketing Materials  
• PR and Stakeholder Management 
• Spokesperson of Glory House 
• Financial and Asset Management 

 
 

2. Head: Glory Counselling 
 
The purpose of this role is to ensure the spiritual wellbeing of the registered 
members of Glory House. 
 
This role includes, but is not limited to: 
 

• Chair: Glory Counselling Committee 
• Counselling 
• Intercession 
• Deliverance 
• Teaching and Equipping  
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3. Head: Glory Venue Management 
 
The purpose of this role is to ensure that the Glory House sanctuary is properly 
prepared for every service and the needs of the congregants and guest are 
adequately met. This includes, but is not limited to: 
 

• Chairperson: Venue Management Committee 
• Ushering 
• Hospitality 
• VIP Hospitality 
• Facilities Management & Cleaning 

 
 

4. Head: Glory Service Coordination 
 
The purpose of this role is to ensure all aspects of the service work seamlessly, 
efficiently and effectively together to deliver the Word of God. This includes but is not 
limited to: 
 

• Program Development 
• Timely commencement and ending of all services 
• That all departments have done their work to the glory of God 
• Events (Planning and execution of) 

 
 

5. Head: Glory Worship 
 
The purpose of this role is to lead the congregation into the presence of God, 
opening their souls, fixing their spiritual eyes on Jesus in preparation for the entrance 
of His Word. In the order of the shepherd boy David, the praise and worship team 
must cause demons to flee and bring spiritual deliverance and relief to the 
congregation. In the order of the dedication of Solomon’s temple, the praise and 
worship team must welcome the Holy Spirit into the sanctuary and cause “the Cloud” 
to fall so mightily that the congregation cannot stand, the priests cannot stand 
because of the thickness of “the Cloud”. 
 
The duties of the Head of Praise and Worship includes, but is not limited to: 
 

• Chair: Glory Worship Committee 
• Song selection 
• Rehearsals 
• Prayer Program for the Glory Worship team 
• Overall wellbeing of all Glory Worship team members 
• Uniform selection and preparation 
• High quality delivery in all services 
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6. Head: Glory Security 
 
The purpose of this role is to ensure the physical and cyber safety of everyone in 
Glory House while on the premises of Glory House. This includes but not limited to: 
 

• Chair: Glory Security Committee 
• Physical security of all congregants 
• Security of all vehicles parked in Glory House premises 
• Parking logistics 
• Cyber security 
• Bishop Close Protection 
• First Lady Close Protection 

 
 

7. Head: Glory Media Ministry 
 
The purpose of this role is to drive the entire online ministry of Glory House. This 
includes but is not limited to: 
 

• Chair: Glory Media Committee 
• Filming, editing and final production of all Glory House services and events 
• Production of all promotional online content material 
• Glory House website development and management 
• All Glory House social media 
• Production of all in-service / on-screen material 

 
 

8. Head: Church Ministries 
 
The purpose of this role is to develop and oversee all ministry streams of Glory 
House. This includes but not limited to: 
 

• Children’s Ministry 
• Youth Ministry 
• Women’s Ministry 
• Men’s Ministry 

 
 

9. Head: Deacon Works 
 
Glory House is where the saints can exercise their God-given gifts to bring glory to 
His name. Deacon Works is the space where all the saints can bring their works to 
build the House of God. This is the very essence of the Glory of God.  
 
Deacon Works is chaired by the Head: Marketing and Administration. 
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C. Glory House Pastoral Board 
 
The Glory House Ministerial Board is responsible for the doctrine of Glory House and 
the apostolic expansion of the ministry. Members of this board are the ordained 
pastors of Glory House - in their spiritual ministerial capacity not in their capacity as 
heads of operational departments.  
 
The pastors are responsible for The Great Commission: 

 
• Take God-given spiritual authority 
• Go into all the world 
• Preach the Gospel to every creature 
• Make disciples of all nations 
• Baptize in the name of the Father, the Son and the Holy Ghost 
• Teach disciples to observe all things Christ commands 
• Spiritual confidence: Keep the faith by remaining in Christ to the end of time 
• Equip the saints for the work of the ministry  
• Operate according to the Five-Fold Ministry: Apostles, Prophets, Evangelists, 

Pastors, Teachers

The Pastoral Board is chaired by the Apostle of Glory House. 
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D. Council of Elders 
 
The Senior Pastor of Glory House, under instruction of the Counsellor, the Holy Spirit 
of God, has appointed a Council of Elders so that he himself may be accountable on 
the earth. 

 
The role of the Council of Elders is to provide God-inspired advice to the Senior 
Pastor, to provide an avenue for feedback from the congregation and leadership and 
to respectfully “rebuke and correct” the Senior Pastor where necessary. The Senior 
Pastor is not obligated to act on the advice of the Council of Elders but the Senior 
Pastor is obligated to respond positively when summoned, to attend and to listen to 
the counsel of the Council of Elders and to take counsel into prayerful consideration. 
Ultimately, the Senior Pastor is accountable to God and must make his own final 
decision before God.
